Hi Bob, 

As requested please find an update after our meeting with Severn Trent on Friday 23rd November regarding flooding in 

your area and other areas in North Warwickshire. 

Span Lane. 

According to ST there have been no further complaints or reports of sewage flooding in the Spon Lane area and that all 

back flow issues have been removed. The detritus goes to the Pumping Station at Grendon. There is a general problem 

with the waste pipe in the area with no natural waste restricting the pipe and investigations regarding this is being 

progressed separately. It 'should be noted this restriction is not due to any failure on the part of ST but from other 

issues. 

Penmire Brook. 

It is accepted that the Brook does need some considerable work and this is not a new issue. The Environmental Agency 

is responsible for the River Anker and it is thought that the problem is probably further upstream/downstream? Nearer 

Nuneaton. ••Also as of this last weekend there is also an issue regarding the River Anker in the Polesworth area with 

flood problems and warnings. I will be chasing the EA regarding this and other areas in North Warwickshire as there is 

clearly issues that need addressing. 

Boot Inn/Boot Hill. 

Again there have been unnatural restrictions on the waste pipe which have now been cleared and removed. The pipe is 

now at full capacity. ST needs to renew the mitigation storm drains which need maintenance outside the Boot Inn. The 

storm drains need to have ownership identified for this. The non return valve is being renewed and the time scale for 

the completion of this project is the end of this year. The Boot Inn is aware of this and are happy with what is being 

proposed and being done. 

In relation to the issues in Boot Hill, because there have been narrowed pipes and the flow has been put under extra 

back flow pressure the waste has sought release upwards through the manholes covers into gardens. Now the blockage 

has been cleared this should not occur again as investigations regarding the blockage are being undertaken and this 

issue should be sorted. 

If the Council have any other issues or further questions regarding this please let me know. I have asked ST for a brief of 

all of the area and problems discussed with accompanying maps and I am happy to supply these to the Council when I 

get them. This should be before Christmas, I have asked for them by the 9th December. 

I will continue to pressure the EA to sort out the problems with the River Anker.
